Maximum entry fee per single-sex team is $200.00. Entry fees are non-refundable.

DEADLINE: ON-LINE ENTRIES MUST BE COMPLETED BY TUESDAY, December 14, 2010, MIDNIGHT. The entry processing will close down at this time. No entries after the closing time/date. 

      
You MUST enter on-line using www.DirectAthletics.com. Please go to the MSTCA web site, read the directions and follow the instructions for the entry process for the meet.

If your school completes the Single Waiver Form (information on the MSTCA web site) you will just be responsible for the payment (check/PO).  If your school uses the Single Payment option, then you complete the entry process, come to the meet and pick up your packet.

IF YOU DO NOT USE THE SINGLE WAIVER or PAYMENT: When you complete the on-line entry process you will get an “e-mail confirmation of your entered athletes”. The M.S.T.C.A. must have a copy of the e-mail confirmation, signed by your Principal and/or your A.D. attesting that the athletes you’ve entered fulfill the eligibility guidelines of the M.I.A.A. and are bona-fide members of your track team. 

You need to BRING a photocopy of the entry confirmation e-mail from Direct Athletics, SIGNED BY YOUR A.D.or PRINCIPAL and present this form to the meet director.  Once the DA confirmation is presented you will be given your team packet.  If you do not bring a signed copy of the DA entry confirmation and present it to the meet director you school does not compete.

Payments in the form of a check or purchase order, payable to the MSTCA, should be

LATE FEE: We are going to institute a late fee for all MSTCA meets. This is a new for 2010/2011. If you miss the Tuesday deadline, and still want to compete, you will have to contact the meet director (since Direct Athletics will be closed).  He is the only one to deal with this problem. The fee structure will be $50 per person/relay on Wednesday before 10:00 p.m.; it goes up to $100 per person/relay on Thursday before 6:00 p.m. No entries will be accepted after Thursday at 6:00 p.m. Schools that enter late entrants must come to the meet with a check or Purchase Order for the complete fee + late fee, to hand to the meet director or they will not be allowed to compete.

ONLY 1/4” or 1/8” PYRAMID or CHRISTMAS TREE spikes are allowed at Reggie Lewis Center. Athletes caught using the wrong style or size spikes will be disqualified from the meet. Spikes may only be worn in the track area, not in the gym or other areas.

All first throws will be measured and then only boys’ throws over 36’00, and girls throws over 25’00. There will be no finals in this event.

Long Jump
Girls, then Boys. Each jumper will be allowed three jumps. There will be no finals in this event.

High Jump
Opening Height: Girls 4’ 4” and Boys 5’ 0” “Five Alive” rule will be used until there are six jumpers remaining in the competition. There will be two high jump pits, one for girls, one for boys.
